A message from

Harry K. Weaver, President
of the Florida Sheriffs
Youth Ranches

The word “endowment” is defined by Funk &
Wagnalls Dictionary as “Money or property given for
the permanent use of an institution, person, or
object.” The important word here is permanent.

An endowment fund is money which is never
spent, but which provides a continuing source of
spendable income from its wise investment. Only the
investment income is ever used.

We had been thinking about an endowment fund
for the Youth Ranches for many years, but it took our
good friends, Mr. & Mrs. W. H. Prescott, Jr., to really
make it happen.

After studying our financial posture, Mr. Prescott
advised that we really should have an endowment
fund. Then, he provided an incentive for us to get
started right away by offering us a challenge gift —a
$200,000 gift from the Prescott Foundation.

But, it wasn’t an outright gift. In order to keep it, the
Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches had to raise an addi-
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tional million dollars in endowment within a year.

The challenge was effective on May 21, 1985. We
were ‘determined to meet it and to launch our
endowment fund challenge, we also had to be raising
funds, as we always do, to meet our operational and
capital budgets.

By mid-March of 1986, we were only about half-
way to our goal.

It was at this point that we decided to write to you,
our Youth Ranches family of friends and supporters,
and ask for your help in meeting this challenge.

You didn’t let us down. Your response was the
greatest that we have ever had, by mail, and your
generous gifts to the endowment fund put our goal
within reach.

The deadline was May 21, 1986. On May 9, at 1:30
p.m., another generous gift, from the Ed Van Ness
Trust of New Jersey, put us “over the top.”

The $1,000,000 that had been raised immediately
became $1,200,000 by virtue of qualifying for the Pres-
cott challenge gift, and the Florida Sheriffs Youth
Ranches Endowment Fund was established. We can
never thank the Prescotts, the Ed Van Ness Trust, and
you enough for responding to our endowment
appeal as you did.

The endowment fund is another milestone in the
history and development of the Florida Sheriffs
Youth Ranches.

As it grows, it will eventually generate enough
funds to cover up to fifty percent of our operational
Ccosts.

Perhaps the greatest thing about an endowment
fund is that the gifts put into it are never spent. They
are gifts that keep on giving, indefinitely. . . No, on
second thought, that’s not the greatest thing. The
greatest thing is that, because of people like you, the
endowment fund will help the Youth Ranches to
keep growing so that we can touch the lives of more
and more of Florida’s troubled children.

An algae
build-up had robbed the pond of oxygen and
resulted in a fish kill.

We went to the Florida Game and Fresh Water Fish
Commission for advice, and were told that the pond
could be restocked, but it would also have to be
aerated if the fish were to survive.

We had the answer, but funds were not available
for an aerator fountain.

Then, as often happens, some of our good friends
came to the rescue by offering cash, supplies and
equipment to get the job done.

Florida Power Company employees volunteered
to install the aerator in their spare time, and also
offered to install lights on the tennis-basketball court
if we could get the equipment donated.

We did our part by once again tapping the ever-
flowing well of generosity that exists among our
many supporters in Pinellas County, the home base
of the Youth Ranch. Then the guys from Florida
Power Company not only upheld their end of the
bargain, but also provided the necessary poles.

Now we have a fishing pond that no longer kills
fish, an aerator fountain that is pleasing to the eye,
and a tennis-basketball court that can be used at
night when we want to escape summer’s blazing
daytime heat and frequent thunderstorms.

What a “power-play” this turned out to be — and
at no cost to the Youth Ranch!

How sweet it is to see likable Lynda hitting her
stride as an achiever. How difficult it is to realize that
she was formerly a troubled, withdrawn girl who
came to the Youth Ranch in 1984 seeking help to
overcome all the unfortunate things that had hap-
pened to her during her childhood.

At that time she was considerably below her grade
level in school, and she had a very bad self-image.
Staff members recall that she dressed sloppily, acted
hostile, and had difficulty expressing her feelings.

The 1984 Lynda had the look of a loser, but within
her there was a hidden spark that the Youth Ranch
was able to bring to the surface.

Perhaps Lynda was offering a clue to the identity of
the spark when she told a friend recently: “If | really
want to do something, | don’t give up.”

Karate helps kids to attain goals

Deputy Sheriff Amy Hancock is a fifth degree
black belt and her husband, Mike, is a seventh
degree black belt. If necessary, they can put the
toughest hoodlum out of commission — but that’s
not their real mission.

Instead, they are using their Karate skills to help
young people reach goals of self-respect, self-
discipline and self-confidence.

“What they are doing,” said Youth Ranches Vice
President Terry Knox, “is using Karate to redirect
youth into productive activity, instead of allowing
them to roam the streets and get into serious
mischief.”

Terry watched Mike and Amy doing their thing
in the Bradenton area, and was so impressed that
he talked them into putting on a demonstration at
the Girls Villa.

This provided an interesting and informative
break in the normal Girls Villa routine, and gener-
ated an enthusiastic response from girls and staff
members.

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Learning to like learning . . .

Youngsters enrolled in the learning center at the
Youth Ranch play a game called “Parts of Speech
Bingo” when they are struggling with subjects, predi-
cates and other grammatical monsters. An Apple
computer programmed as a remedial tool becomes
their challenging teacher, if math and reading
threaten to defeat them.

When they are motivated to identify future goals,
they use hands-on audio-visual equipment designed
to reveal vocational aptitudes.

Assigned reading material often strikes a theme of
overcoming disabilities — for example the story of
Pete Gray, a man who lost an arm in childhood and
went on to play major league baseball.

The Youth Ranch Learning Center (as well as its
counterparts at the Boys Ranch, Girls Villa and Youth
Camp) frequently departs from conventional class-
room procedures — and with good reason: Learning
to like learning is difficult for unfortunate youngsters
who have “missed the boat” in the public school
system.

“We try to make learning a little more fun,”
explained Hester Thuerk, Director of Education at
the Youth Ranch.

Most of the campers were selected as the result of
“Requests for Service” that had been submitted to
Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches officials on their
behalf. Therefore, camp sessions provided an excel-
lent opportunity to assess their problems and needs.
Many of them are being considered for residential
care at the Boys Ranch, Girls Villa and Youth Ranch.

Many are helped

without leaving home

Over 3,000 boys and girls have had their troubled
lives mended at the Boys Ranch, Girls Villa, Youth
Ranch and Youth Camps operated by Florida Sheriffs
Youth Ranches.

Others who are equal or possibly greater in
number have been helped by Youth Ranches social
workers who make “house calls” in all areas of the
state.

These youngsters have been able to “get their acts
together” without being enrolled at the Boys Ranch,
Girls Villa, Youth Ranch or Youth Camps for residen-
tial care, and therefore their achievements are sel-
dom publicized in The Rancher, with its focus on the
residential programs.

However, it is important for Rancher readers to be
aware that this “off campus” counseling is going on
week after week as a vital phase of the broad based
Youth Ranches mission.

Therefore, we are reprinting a typical success story
that was recently reported by one of our family social
workers:

A family sent in a request for service because of
serious conflicts that had developed with a teenaged
daughter following a change in residence. The
daughter was feeling lost without her former friends,

and was showing her feelings by being hostile and
resentful toward her family.

The Family Social Worker met with the family sev-
eral times, and helped the individuals understand
their inner feelings. Goals were set to help the girl
meet new friends and get involved in activities at her
new school. She was also allowed to keep in touch
with her former friends through occasional phone
calls.

Eventually the case was closed, and the mother of
the teenager wrote a letter of appreciation which
closed with this sentence: “Thanks to the Family
Social Worker, we now feel we are able to work out
our problems without extra help.”

“Opening up” is progress

When a youngster who has been hostile and with-
drawn begins to open up and express inner feelings,
we know we are making progress.

For example, here are some quotes from a letter a
girl wrote to her cottage parents at the Youth Ranch:

“l can say that | am trusting you all a little better,
and | plan to build that trust as the days go by, little by
little. As I trust you more and more, | hope you all will
be trusting me more and more, and then one day
soon we will be able to trust each other 100 percent.

“I can tell ’'m doing better on opening up to you.
It’s helping me a lot. Now I can see that you all care
about me, otherwise you wouldn’t be working here.

“One day | am goingto go out and help people like
you are helping me. | don’t want other kids to go
through what I've been through. Maybe some day
we can put a stop to all the bad stuff that’s going on,
and kids can be happy.”

YOUTH RANCHES IS ...

A charitable, non-profit corporation, sponsored by
the Florida Sheriffs Association, to manage and oper-
ate the Boys Ranch, Girls Villa, Youth Ranch, Youth
Camps, and any other Youth programs that might
later be developed by the Florida Sheriffs Associa-
tion. An important function of the Youth Ranches is
the raising, receiving, budgeting, and disbursing of
funds for its programs. The Youth Ranches and its
programs are supported almost entirely by voluntary
gifts. Gifts and bequests can be made to the Youth
Ranches for the exclusive benefit of any single pro-
gram, such as the Boys Ranch, Girls Villa, Youth
Ranch, or Youth Camp, or they may be made with-
out restriction, to be distributed among existing pro-
grams as most needed or to be used for the
development of new programs at the discretion of
the Governing Board. Youth Ranches Central Offi-
ces are co-located with the Boys Ranch.

BOYS RANCH IS ...

A residential group child care program for Florida’s
neglected, unsupervised and troubled boys
between the ages of eight and eighteen. It is not an
institution for juvenile delinquents. The Boys Ranch
is sponsored by the Florida Sheriffs Association and
operated by the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches. It
was founded in 1957 and currently has approxi-
mately 108 boys in residence at any given time. The
Boys Ranch is located in North Florida, about half-
way between Jacksonville and Tallahassee and nine
miles north of the town of Live Oak on County Rd.
795.

GIRLS VILLA IS . ..

A similar program for girls located two miles east of
Bartow, Florida, on Route 60. Originally conceived
by the Sunshine State Women’s Chamber of Com-
merce of Madeira Beach, Florida, the Girls Villa was
adopted as a project of the Florida Sheriffs Associa-
tion in 1970. The first buildings were completed
and the first girls admitted in 1972. There are
approximately 50 girls in residence at any given
time. Mailing address and telephone number for
the Boys Ranch, Girls Villa, and Youth Ranch are
the same as for the Youth Ranches.

YOUTH RANCHIIS ...

The most recently developed residential group child
care program of the Florida Sheriffs Youth Ranches.
Also sponsored by the Florida Sheriffs Association, it
was founded in 1976 and opened in 1978. It is located
just east of the intersection of the McMullen-Booth
Road and County Road 102 near Clearwater, Florida.
The Youth Ranch has approximately 30 boys and
girls in residence at any given time. It provides care
in a homelike environment for brothers and sisters
who are neglected, unsupervised and troubled boys
and girls. Mailing address and telephone number
are the same as for the Youth Ranches.

YOUTH CAMP IS ...

A Youth Ranches camping facility which operates a
Wilderness Program and a Summer Camping Pro-
gram for boys and girls. The 154-acre campsite is
located one mile northeast of Barberville, near
Deland. Campers are normally selected from
among boys and girls who have had Requests for
Service submitted to the Youth Ranches on their
behalf. Many of these youngsters are already on the
waiting list for admission to Youth Ranches residen-
tial facilities. The camping program was initiated in
1981 and moved to its present location in late 1982.

CARUTH CAMPIS. ..

A Wilderness Program for boys and girls situated on
a 182-acre site 14 miles north of Crystal River, near
Inglis. This program was established through the
generosity of Mr. and Mrs. W. W. Caruth, Jr. of
Dallas, Texas. The Caruths are the owners of The
Plantation Inn and Golf Resort in Crystal River.

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Red Cross life saving awards presented to

three “fine young men” at the Boys Ranch

It was a chilly day in February,
The Suwannee River was 'way
up over its banks, and for
reasons only a boy can under-
stand, Rancher Roger Morgan
decided to try to swim across a
flooded area to the high ground
on the other side.

Caught in strong currents, he
was only able to make it part
way, and clung to an oak tree,
calling for help. Fortunately,
three boys who were nearby
checking the rising flood level
heard Roger and discovered his
plight. Two of the boys plunged
into the water and swam to the
oak tree to help Roger hang on,
while the third boy ran for help.

Among the next to arrive on
the scene was Rancher Tom
Witkowski, who had recently
completed a life guard course.
He ran to the fire house,
obtained a float board with rope
attached, and returned to the
river. Quickly kicking off his
shoes and sox, he towed the
float board out to the oak tree,
put Roger across it, and towed
the exhausted youngster back to
shore. Meanwhile, the two boys
who had been helping Roger
cling to the tree returned to
land unaided.

When Roger reached safety,
he was so numb from the cold
water that he was unable to
stand up. His rescuers quickly
wrapped him in a blanket and
took him to his cottage, where
hot soup and a warm shower
worked wonders.

But, that was not the end of
the story. Months later, the Red
Cross learned about the rescue

and issued life saving awards to
Tom Witkowski, Keith Green
and William Quinn Douglas.

“l thank God for these fine
young men,” said Cottage Par-
ent Vincent Mangione, who had
assisted in the rescue. “If they
had not acted quickly and deci-
sively, Roger Morgan could very
well not be with us today.”
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
